Applications will be scored using the following criteria:
· Essay (originality, grammar, spelling, punctuation, professional appearance)
· G.P.A. 
· Community Involvement
· Involvement with the ASCE Student Chapter (to be verified by ASCE Student-Chapter Officer)

· An unofficial transcript showing all coursework with grades by semester and the corresponding GPA and cumulative GPA
· Attach sheet listing at least three references
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
